WARNING:

All plastic coatings MUST be removed prior to first use.
Airflow vents must NOT be blocked.

All regulations for fire must be complied with.
Disconnect the mains power supply before removing any panels.

ELECTRICAL SUPPLY:
Electrical ratings are shown on the unit data plate. The wires are coloured with the
following codes. In accordance with (BS 7671)

Earth
Green/yellow

Neutral
Blue

Live
Brown

If the supplied plug is damaged or is removed, a 3-pin replacement plug must be installed

in the following procedure:

1. Connect the green and yellow wire to the terminal (in the plug) marked ‘E’ (EARTH)),
marked with the earth symbol or coloured green or green & yellow.

2. Connect the blue wire to the terminal marked ‘N’ (NEUTRAL) or coloured black.

3. Connect the brown wire to the terminal marked ‘L’ (LIVE) or coloured red.
4. The 3-pin plug must be fitted with a 5 Amp fuse.

Never use the plug without the fuse cover fitted and never insert a cut off plug into a

13Amp socket.

Alternative plugs must be protected with a fuse of the appropriate rating (see
specification). When replacing a fuse always use a BS1362 approved type of the
appropriate rating (see specification).

A qualified electrician must install all appliances with an electrical loading of over 3kw.

In accordance with Health and Safety at Work Act, BS codes of practice, IEE

regulations, building standards, fire precautions act, and local authority and building

regulations etc.
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SAFETY PRECAUTIONS:

e Do not use slicer or activate air foot pedal without the Thickness adjuster in position.

Handle blade with extreme care.

e Disconnect mains power prior to cleaning or changing parts.

e Use only genuine parts supplied by Archway.

e Do not put fingers into the head whilst blade is turning.

e Do not allow unauthorised personnel to use the slicer.

e Do not allow children to use or play with the slicer.

e Replace damaged or worn parts immediately.

e Slicer head must be cleaned as described daily.

e Do not leave slicer unattended while the on/off switch is in the ON position.

Turn off when not in use.

INSTALLATION:

e Remove plastic coating from slicer unit.
e Connect air foot pedal to air switch nozzle situated on the motor box.
e Connect flexible drive cable to motor box and to the slicer head (See below).

e Connect mains plug to slicer unit and to mains power socket.

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USER INSTRUCTIONS:

e Turn on main power supply for the Unit.

e Position and tighten thickness adjuster to give the desired meat thickness.

e Turn On/Off switch On (Red Neon will illuminate).

e Use foot pedal to start blade turning to enable user to cut meat (blade will stop turning
once foot pedal is released).

e Remove Slicer away from kebab grill heat to avoid flexible drive cable becoming
damaged.

Caution: Slicer blade is extremely sharp and dangerous.

Use a small soft brush for
stubborn particles.

3) Unscrew blade screw using correct allen key.

4) Remove blade and replace with new one.
Note: Ensure new blade is positioned with flat side facing up (as shown above) and
blade hole is positioned over locating pin.

5) Replace blade screw and washer and then fit cover back.

BLADE WITH TEETH:

Blade with teeth is required for chicken and other rough meat.

To install or replace blade use same procedure as standard blade.
Thickness adjuster gap must be fully opened when using this blade.
