Assembly Instructions

e Remove all packaging including all protective plastic from your
Chefmaster Warming Lamp

¢ Position the base on a flat surface

e Plug your Chefmaster Warming Lamp into the mains

e The Warming Lamp will now be ready to turn on

Operation

¢ Place food into a heat proof tray, a stainless steel or ceramic GN pan
e Plug the Warming Lamp into the mains and switch on
¢ The bulbs will now be on and heating up



Cleaning & Maintenance

o Before cleaning, disconnect the warming lamp from the electricity

supply.

e Use a soft damp cloth to clean the frame of the Warming Lamp. Only
clean the lamp shade when it has cooled down.
e DO NOT submerge the Warming Lamp in water or use water sprays to

clean it

e Always clean your Chefmaster Warming Lamp daily

Fault

Possible Cause

Solution

The unit is switched on, the
bulb is not heating

The unit is not plugged
in

The plug or lead are
damaged

The fuse has blown
The bulb is not inserted
properly

The bulb has failed

Check the unit is plugged in
and switched on

Replace the fuse

Remove bulb and re-insert

Replace the bulb
